AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. SP-3350, S-2024 ENTITLED
“AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING GUIDELINES FOR THE GRANTING OF
MONTHLY COMMUNICATION ALLOCATION TO QUEZON CITY
GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES WITH SALARY GRADE 24 AND
HIGHER IN THE AMOUNT OF ONE THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED PESOS
(PHP1,500.00), APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR AND OTHER
PURPOSES”

WHEREAS, Department of Budget and Management Budget Circular
No. 2024-2 dated August 2, 2024 provides that government officials and
employees shall be entitled to allowances expressly provided by law and the
rules and regulations promulgated by competent authority;

WHEREAS, the abovementioned Circular provides for additional rates

for officials and employees which the Quezon City Government shall adopt
through this Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF QUEZON CITY IN
REGULAR SESSION ASSEMBLED:

SECTION 1. OBJECTIVE. - This Ordinance shall cover the
communication expenses in the performance of their official duties and
responsibilities incurred locally and/or internationally by Quezon City
Government employees and elected officials with Salary Grade 24 or highe
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SECTION 2. ALLOWABLE COMMUNICATION EXPENSES. — Elected
and official employees with the following salary grades (SGs) shall be given
a maximum monthly communication expense, in aid of the performance of

their official duties and responsibilities:

Salary Grade (SG)

Maximum Monthly
Communication Expense

SG-30 and other officials of equivalent
rank

SG-29 and other officials of equivalent
rank

Php5,000.00

SG-28 or head of a department and
other officials of equivalent rank,
including those acting in an acting
capacity

Php3,000.00

SG-27 and other officials of equivalent
rank including head Executive
Assistant

SG-26 or head of a department and
other officials of equivalent rank
including those acting in an acting
capacity

Php2,500.00

SG-25 and other officials of equivalent
rank

SG-24 and other department
personnel of equivalent rank

Php2,000.00

SECTION 3. DESIGNATION IN AN ACTING CAPACITY. — In case of
officials or employees designated in an acting capacity which imposes
additional and/or higher duties to be performed by a public official or
employee which is temporary and can be terminated anytime at the pleasure
of the appointing officer or authority, the following guidelines shall be

observed:

a. If the period of the initial month of designation is fifteen (15)
calendar days or less, the personnel shall not be allowed to incur
the allowable maximum monthly communication expense for the
position that he or she is designated to.

b. If the period of the initial month of designation is sixteen (16)
calendar days or more, the personnel shall be allowed to incur the
allowable maximum monthly communication expense for the
position that he or she is designated to, subject to actual work
performance. However, it is understood that the personnel
concerned shall no longer be allowed to avail the communication
expense allowed for his or her previous or original position.
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SECTION 4. REPEALING CLAUSE. - All ordinances, orders, rules and
regulations not consistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed or
modified accordingly.

SECTION 5. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE. - If for whatsoever reason, any
section or provision of this Ordinance is declared illegal or unconstitutional,
other sections and/ or provisions hereof which are not affected thereby, shall
continue to be in full force and effect.

SECTION 6. EFFECTIVITY CLAUSE. — This Ordinance shall take effect
after fifteen (15) days following the completion of its publication in a
newspaper of general circulation. The full text of this Ordinance shall
likewise be posted in at least two (2) conspicuous places in Quezon City not
later than five (5) days after its approval thereof.
